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To enable the Virtual Background feature:

1) Signinto the ZOOM web portal as an Admin with
permission to edit account settings.

2) Inthe Navigation Menu, click Account Management then
Account Settings.

3) Inthe Meeting tab, navigate to the Virtual Background
option and verify that the setting is enabled.

4) Back on the home screen, Click on Green Shield in Top left
corner of Zoom Window and a new window will come up.
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5) Then navigate to Background & Filters — by pressing the + sign you can add the image or video you desire to use.

1) Please download a reliable Video Player like VLC (free
download online) so that you can play your video and, in
your video software, make sure it is set on repeat

2) Click Share Screen and select the window that reveals
your desktop or Video Player

3) Inthe same window before clicking ‘Share’ please ensure
your ‘Share computer sound’ check box is checked in the
bottom left corner of the pop-up menu
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- Ifyou fail to check the ‘Share computer sound’box, your video will be without sound

4) Click Share and start your Video Loop
